In line
with this, this unit aims to encourage students’ artistry and creative thinking
by crafting pipe cleaner flower bouquet coupled with a personalized
greeting card.

In the (1st) period of the unit, the class begins with unlocking vocabulary
to the infroduction of pipe cleaner flowers—what it is for, what designs to use,
and what materials are needed. For the process of making the flower, the
students will be shown a video and an outline of the finished artwork. The
students are expected to follow the initial steps and freely use their creativity,
in completing their flower bouquets and card.
